Buses 
 
Pre-race shuttle buses available from the Village Green to both the 10km & 5.3km starts 
- 10km event buses run from 7:00am until 7:30am 
- 5.3km event buses run from 7:30am until 8:15am 
- After presentations (approx. 10.45am) buses return to both start points 
 

Other Services 
 
- Water Stations are available at a number of points along the course including the finish line. 
 
- Warm up aerobics available at 5.3km start point, 15 minutes prior to race start. 
 
- Electronic timing provided by Tomato Timing is used for both start points, the timing devices are 
positioned on the rear of all race bibs. Place getters and prizes will be awarded on gun time, which is 
the time the gun goes off until the finish i.e. the first participant across the finish line wins.  As there 
will be multiple wave starts at the 5.3km start point, it is the responsibility of the participant to position 
themselves in the first wave should they believe they have a chance of placing.  Volunteers will 
attempt to ensure that participants who do not intend on running the full 5.3km are not included in the 
first two waves. All net time results will be available through a link on our website after presentations. 
 
- Property bins will be available at both start points and are transported to the Village Green for 
collection at completion of the event. All property will be available from the left-hand side of Youth Hall 
from 9:30am. 
 
- On completion of the event you will find yourself at the Village Green Rosebud with plenty of activities 
and entertainment. Suitable for any age group it is a great way to celebrate Australia Day with friends 
and family. Event officially closes at 1pm 
 

Presentations & Prizes – Village Green, Rosebud (Mel 158 D12) 
 
- Presentations are held at 10:45am following the Australia Day flag raising ceremony on the Village 
Green at the Sound Shell. Prizes are awarded to male and female winners in each category and the first 
three runners in all team entries that win. To ensure a memorable Australia Day, competitors are 
strongly requested to stay and participate in the Flag Raising ceremony, and presentations to place 
getters. 
 

Guidelines 
 
- During the race participants are asked to keep the witches’ hats to your left and always be mindful to allow 
enough room on your right-hand side so that you allow other competitors to overtake. 
- At all times it is important to follow the directions of the marshals and Fun Run officials.
